In the tradition of their fathers, to-
day’s religious blasphemers call good
evil and call the spirit by which good
is done a bad spirit. They acknowl-
edge that Jesus was the Christ and
that He is the Son of God just as the
Pharisees acknowledged Moses, but
when Jesus actually shows up and
works in His people, they blaspheme
Him and His Spirit. The fight starts

out deception after deception.

Their desire is to steer souls away
from what God is doing in these final
days of time. They would be better
pleased for a soul that longs after God
to abide among their dead and schism-

There were many words spoken against Jesus Christ

and His followers in the time of the early morning
church. False reports. Slanderous accounts. Out of con-
text interpretations of their teachings. Those speaking
such little realized the eternal harm they were doing to
themselves and to those who received their slander.
Words are powerful. Yet words flow very easily from the
human tongue.

The scribes and Pharisees, along with all other
despisers of truth, would have been thrilled at any
“report” which maligned Jesus and His church, happily
believing every word. Searching out the matter to see if
it were in fact true would be of no concern to such ones.
And there is no question that that same spirit is alive and
working today.

There are yet eager ears for slanderous reports against
God’s little ones and “the simple believeth every word.”
Not only do they believe it, they delight to repeat it and
are glad for any they can influence against the way of
truth. It is no surprise that at times we find people that
confess they heard much against us before they ever met
us, just as happened to the early morning saints (Acts
28:22). One dear one even recently said, “All those
reports I heard against this church are not true.”

“Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits
whether they are of God.” I Jn. 4:1. One cannot try the
spirits by reading newspaper articles, internet accounts,
and all the “hear-say” that floats in the air, nor by the
testimony from backsliders like Demas and truth-fight-
ers like Alexander. Yet we find many–“the simple”–
happy to do just that, rather than looking well into the
matter to see if it is so. Such only tell on themselves as
to what spirit they are of!

It is amazing to find so many “experts” about us who
have never once spoken to us, have never attended our
meetings and have never been around us to try our spirit
or even ask a sincere question–nor do they intend to! This
is “folly and shame” unto them (Prov. 18:13).

The apostle Paul had the shock of his life when Jesus
struck him down on the road to Damascus and pro-
nounced to him that by fighting the church, he was in fact
persecuting Him! “I am Jesus whom thou persecutest.”
What a revelation for a man who till now thought himself
to be so religiously correct!

After this eye-opening experience, Paul no doubt
repented in tears at the harm and blasphemy he had been

I Welcome You to Nepal
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The Old Cross
and

A ll unannounced and mostly
undetected, there has come in
modern times a new cross

into popular evangelical circles. It is
like the old cross, but different. The
likenesses are superficial; the differ-
ences, fundamental.

From this new cross has sprung a
new philosophy of the Christian life,
and from that new philosophy has
come a new evangelical technique–a
new type of meeting and a new kind
of preaching. This new evangelism
employs the same language as the
old, but its content is not the same and
its emphasis not as before.

The old cross would have no truck
with the world. For Adam’s proud
flesh it meant the end of the journey.
The new cross is not opposed to the
human race. Rather, it is a friendly
pal and, if understood aright, it is the
source of oceans of good, clean fun
and innocent enjoyment. It lets Adam
live without interference. His life
motivation is unchanged. He still
lives for his own pleasure, only now
he takes delight in singing choruses
and watching religious movies in-
stead of singing bawdy songs and
drinking hard liquor. The accent is
still on enjoyment, though the fun is
now on a higher plane morally if not
intellectually.

The new cross encourages a new
and entirely different evangelistic
approach. The evangelist does not
demand abnegation of the old life
before a new life can be received. He
preaches not contrasts but similari-
ties. He seeks to key into public inter-
est by showing that Christianity makes
no unpleasant demands. Rather, it
offers the same thing the world does,
only on a higher level. Whatever the
sin-mad world happens to be
clamoring after at the moment is

the New

cleverly shown to be the very thing
the gospel offers, only the religious
product is better.

The new cross does not slay the
sinner, it redirects him. It gears him
into a cleaner and jollier way of liv-
ing and saves his self-respect. To the
self-assertive it says, “Come and as-
sert yourself for Christ.” To the ego-
tist it says, “Come and do your boast-
ing in the Lord.” To the thrill-seeker
it says, “Come and enjoy the thrill of
Christian fellowship.” The Christian
message is slanted in the direction of
the current vogue in order to make it
acceptable to the public.

The philosophy back of this kind
of thing may seem sincere, but its
sincerity does not save it from being
false. It is false because it is blind. It
misses completely the whole mean-
ing of the cross.

The old cross is a symbol of death.
It stands for the abrupt, violent end of
a human being. The man in Roman
times who took up his cross and
started down the road had already
said good-by to his friends. He was
not coming back. He was going out to
have it ended. The cross made no
compromise, modified nothing,
spared nothing. It slew all of the man,
completely and for good. It did not
try to keep on good terms with its
victim. It struck cruel and hard, and
when it had finished its work, the man
was no more.

The race of Adam is under a death
sentence. There is no commutation
and no escape. God cannot approve
any of the fruits of sin, however
innocent they may appear to the eyes
of men. God salvages the individual
by liquidating him and then raising
him again to newness of life.

That evangelism which draws
friendly parallels between the ways

of God and the ways of men is false
to the Bible and cruel to the souls of
its hearers. The faith of Christ does
not parallel the world, it intersects it.
In coming to Christ we do not bring
our old life up onto a higher plane–we
leave it at the cross. The corn of wheat
must fall into the ground and die.

We who preach the gospel must
not think of ourselves as public rela-
tions agents sent to establish good
will between Christ and the world.
We must not imagine ourselves com-
missioned to make Christ acceptable
to big business, the press, the world
of sports, or modern education. We
are not diplomats but prophets, and
our message is not a compromise but
an ultimatum.

God offers life, but not an im-
proved old life. The life He offers is
life out of death. It stands always on
the far side of the cross. Whoever
would possess it must pass under the
rod. He must repudiate himself and
concur in God’s just sentence against
him. What does this mean to the
individual, the condemned man who
would find life in Christ Jesus? How
can this theology be translated into
life? Simply, he must repent and
believe. He must forsake his sins and
then go on to forsake himself. Let

him cover noth-
ing, defend
nothing, excuse
nothing. Let
him not seek to
make terms
with God, but
let him bow his
head before the
stroke of God’s
stern displeas-
ure and ac-
knowledge himself worthy to die.

Having done this, let him gaze
with simple trust upon the risen Sav-
iour, and from Him will come life and
rebirth and cleansing and power. The
cross that ended the earthly life of
Jesus now puts an end to the sinner,
and the power that raised Christ from
the dead now raises him to a new life
along with Christ.

To any who may object to this or
count it merely a narrow and private

Some of these souls
were attracted by the street meetings
held during the week in the vicinity of
the meeting place and in the city of
Heilbronn. Here we were able to pass
out a lot of literature and invitations.

The messages were inspired and
anointed by the Holy Ghost and served
to the edifying, encouraging, reprov-
ing, and warning of the listeners.
Time and again souls sought help at
an altar of prayer and the Lord did not
keep back His blessings and the nec-
essary help.

With the help of the Lord we
intend to follow up on the contacts
made during this meeting and to visit
the different countries of Europe to
find God’s people and lead them
home to Zion. We ask that you ear-
nestly pray with us for God’s work
here in Germany and in the rest of
Europe.

Greece:  We are very thankful for the
Lord’s blessings on a recent trip to
Greece. A group of 32 saints from
North America and Europe went,
prayerfully looking to God to open
doors for the pure gospel in this coun-
try. Our flight landed in Thessaloniki.

It was precious to remember that
Paul had been there at one time. This
city now has one million inhabitants,
making it the second largest city in
Greece. We had the opportunity to
hand out literature and do some sing-
ing and witnessing to people in the
evenings as they walked along the
Aegean shore.

The following day, we had the
privilege to visit Philippi. We saw
the ruins of the Acropolis, the Market
Place, and what some consider to be
the prison where “at midnight Paul
and Silas prayed, and sang praises
unto God.”  On we went to a little
village called Lydia, and to the river
side where the apostles “spake unto
the women which resorted thither”
for prayer.  We also had the opportu-
nity to see the harbour in Kavala,
called Neapolis in Paul’s time, where
he arrived from Troas with Silas and
Timothy, whose father was a Greek.

On Sunday morning we enjoyed
having a devotional service in Berea,
where the apostle Paul preached and
the people “searched the scriptures
daily to see whether those things
were so.”

En route to Athens, we stopped at
a service station, where there were
many tourists from Italy and other
places. The saints were surrounded
before we left, and the people asked
who we were. We sang to them and
gave them literature. Some of these
tourists were simply ecstatic after
our meeting and gave us a warm
farewell.

We spent three days in Athens,
visiting Mars Hill every evening for
street meetings. The singing could be
heard afar off, we were told. Much
literature was distributed and many
contacts were made. A number of
people in Greece speak some Eng-
lish, others Russian, etc. Our litera-
ture that we handed out had been
translated into Greek.

Before we left Greece, we visited
ancient Corinth and stopped at

Cenchrea, which was a port in Paul’s
day. Again, it was good to remember
that Paul and the saints were there at
one time. The ruins bear witness to a
storied history.

It is our earnest desire that the
Lord will bless the seed that was
sown on this trip. The saints are keep-
ing contact with some people there
and are hoping to fly there soon to do
some follow-up work. May God grant
a mighty revival in Greece.

The anointing of God rested heav-
ily upon all from the beginning. The
Lord blessed as we prayed and fasted
and saw in answer souls saved, en-
tirely sanctified and unified. The sing-
ing and preaching was truly full of
Holy Ghost power. God has provided
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France : “France needs what you pos-
sess.” This was the cry of a family
from France that had been to Ger-
many for our spring meeting. Ac-
cepting their invitation, a gospel
group of 15 saints went down to Pau,
France, May 12–15.

The singing and testifying radi-
ated something heavenly. The audi-
ence was moved to tears when the
saints testified with beaming faces of
the happiness that they had found in
the Lord. We had the opportunity to
also visit the congregation that our
French friends attend. It has over 500
members of 40 different nationali-
ties. There we were able to meet with
Russian, English, French, German,
Spanish and Armenian speaking peo-
ple. Many gladly received our litera-
ture and were thrilled to hear about
our website.

Souls admitted that they had al-
ways thought they possessed some-
thing, but after getting in contact
with the saints, realized that they did
not possess salvation and needed to
seek the Lord.

Repeatedly we were asked to come
back as soon as possible. Accord-
ingly, another trip was made June 15th

– 18th. We sang and testified about the
things the Lord is doing in this time
and about the changes in our own
lives. The people listened with great
interest and some openly admitted
their need for real holy living.

On Saturday evening we had a
special time. Though unplanned, we
had a service in the forest where we
came together with some of the fami-
lies. They seemed more open than
ever before and wanted to hear more
songs of the church of God. It was
interesting to note that gathering rep-
resented ten nations. We were all

Kirgizstan : We thank the Lord who
made it possible for us to accept an
invitation that we had received to go
to Kirgizstan. The plea had been made
by a sister that had come out of the
Baptist sect, who had longed for and
found the truth.

From May 1st to 11th we met
each evening in the home of this
sister and some other souls also
showed great interest. The elders of
the Baptist Church were very upset
with us being there. After a few eve-
nings, three of their overseers ap-
peared and blamed us for being a bad
influence on their sheep. The “bad”
influence was that the sheep–which
the “church” council deemed to be
saved–were not so sure about their
salvation anymore. The Word of God
and the Holy Spirit are true wit-
nesses, and they are still able to stir
up and convict souls.

We were forbidden to continue to
invite their “sheep” and told to stop
having any contact with them. But,
thank God, they kept on coming with-
out invitations and listened carefully
to the Word of God.

Some souls came to the services right
off the streets and showed great inter-
est in getting saved.
