And being turned, I saw seven
golden candlesticks; And in the midst of the
seven candlesticks one like unto the Son of
man, clothed with a garment down to the foot,
and girt about the paps with a golden girdle.

His head and his hairs were white like
wool, as white as snow; and his eyes were as
a flame of fire; And his feet like unto fine
brass, as if they burned in a furnace; and his
voice as the sound of many waters.

And he had in his right hand seven stars:
and out of his mouth went a sharp two-edged
sword and his countenance was as the sun
shineth in his strength…

Write the things which thou hast seen, and
the things which are, and the things which
shall be hereafter.  Revelation 1:10-19
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The book of Revelation is a masterpiece of inspiration
and a treasure of church history, amazingly condensed in
brilliant “pictures” through the language of divine
symbolism. It is a book feared by some, grossly
misinterpreted by others, and a tremendous blessing to
those with ears to hear.

It is the only book in the entire Bible that declares a
blessing upon those who read it and keep its sayings, in
the first chapter, and a warning in the last chapter to those
who add to it or take from it.

Many think the book of Revelation is a sealed book
and cannot be understood. “And he saith unto me, Seal
not the sayings of the prophecy of this book: for the time
is at hand.” Rev. 22:10. “Blessed is he that readeth, and
they that hear the words of this prophecy, and keep those
things which are written therein: for the time is at hand.”
Rev. 1:3. These scriptures show that it is not a sealed
book. It is revealed to “his servants” (Rev. 1:1). Just as
Jesus spoke in parables that the unbelieving might not
understand, so has He done with the Revelation. “And the
disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou
unto them in parables? He answered and said unto them,
Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the
kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.” Matt.
13:10.

The opening vision received by the apostle John was,
appropriately, Jesus Christ in the midst of His church.
The visions which followed revealed to John the battles
of the church of God throughout the entire gospel day,
showing him “the things which are, and the things which
shall be hereafter.”

The prophecies revealed in this important book are
of vital importance to the child of God today, for without
a revelation in one’s soul of the things contained therein,
there is grave danger of being fatally deceived by the
devil’s seem-right ways, which have been the means of
literally multitudes being lost through religious
deceptions. Hence, it is no wonder that Rev. 1:3 declares,
“Blessed is he that readeth, and they that hear the words
of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written
therein: for the time is at hand.”

How can one possibly fight a foe and know how to
“prepare himself to the battle” if he does not realize that
foe exists...worse yet, if he thinks that foe to be a friend
and helper in succeeding to make it into heaven. Because
God understood that danger, He exposed the deceitful
works of the devil in symbolic language as a warning to
all who sincerely desire to do His will.

Everyone needs a revelation of the Revelation. It will
change you forever.             sm

Angels:
The Greek word angelos means messenger. When many hear the word angel, they immediately think

of the celestial beings, yet the original word does not restrict the meaning to that. It can also mean a human
minister or messenger. A word study in both the Old and New Testaments will bear this out.

Angels are referred to often in the book of Revelation and almost always are in reference to human
messengers or ministers/ministry.

Many have
given their best and
most sincere
efforts to formulate
an acceptable inter-
pretation of
difficult phrases, chapters, or books
of the Bible. Often these theories
prove incorrect over time when a key
event, a significant political power,
or a critical year proves to be no part
of what God intended to convey to
His people. Concerning this subject
there is probably no more
misunderstood book of the Bible than
Revelation.

As Matthew, Mark, Luke, and
John are all books of the Bible, so also
is the Revelation. All Christians
should not only desire to know the
truth of its contents, but also should
understand that it is a vital part of
what they need to sustain their
Christian life! “It is written, Man
shall not live by bread alone, but by
every word that proceedeth out of the
mouth of God.” Matt. 4:4.

Immediately in verse one of
Revelation, we find vital truths to
assist us in our quest for its true
meaning: “The Revelation of Jesus
Christ...” This book is the unfolding
of Christ. How much the more should
this increase our desire to understand
it.  “…Which God gave unto him, to
show unto his servants…”  Jesus was
given this to show to us, His children,
or His church. “And he sent and
signified it…unto his servant John.”

The Revelation is not a book to be
taken literally. The Lord chose word
pictures to unlock the things con-
cerning Himself and His church. The
signification of a person, place, or
thing occurs when something other
than that actual person, place, or thing
is used as a representation for it.

It would be feasible and accept-
able to the Christian to find the rep-
resentations that God was intending
to convey in the very scriptures that

gave the signification or symbol. This
is not only reasonable, but also very
safe in an age where multitudes of
opinions and beliefs are being
circulated. Where do we begin our
search in the scriptures, and how can
we understand the deep and hidden
things of God?

“For the invisible things of him
from the creation of the world are
clearly seen, being understood by the
things that are made…” Rom. 1:20.
How wonderful to know that we may
clearly see the hidden things of God,
the deep things. But how may these
things be understood that we may
properly utilize them to assist us in
interpreting the mysteries in the
Revelation? “Being understood by
the things that are made.”

The mountains and seas, the sun
and the moon, the clouds and the sky,
and all that God created was not only
for mankind to admire and to help
sustain him. They were also created
that we, in beholding them, could
comprehend a greater reality which
lies beyond the natural things of earth
and reaches into the spiritual realm
which we may not gaze upon with the
natural eye. With this in mind, we are
faced in the proper direction to begin
to comprehend symbolic language
and vastly increase our understand-
ing of the Revelation and the Bible, as
a whole.

Nature itself teaches mankind
many precious truths, therefore our
Saviour often used it to communicate
a meaning to man that he would be
able to grasp. This type of communi-
cation is of great assistance, for it
relays the entire spectrum of the
subject that is being addressed in
very few words. It expresses deep

thoughts and al-
lows the mind of
the hearer to get a
more vivid picture.
Let us locate
several examples

from God’s Word.
John called Jesus the Lamb of

God (John 1:29). Jesus uses this same
style of language, saying of Himself
that He was the true vine and His
disciples branches. While we realize
that Christ is no literal vine, this
mode of speech makes His message
plain.

Christ called Herod a fox, vividly
representing Herod’s sneaky nature.

The Lord gave His disciples
power to tread on serpents and
scorpions, but never intended for them
to go out to physically step on these
creeping things for the gospel’s sake.
His meaning is clear, “Behold, I give
unto you power…over all the power
of the enemy…” Lk. 10:19. Thus
powers of evil are, in symbolic
language, serpents and scorpions.

Heb. 12:1 tells of a great cloud of
witnesses, and this cloud represents
the people of God with the remark-
able faith mentioned in the previous
chapter. Paul fought with beasts at
Ephesus (1 Cor. 15:32), meaning he
was resisted by those who violently
opposed the truth of the gospel he
preached. The godly are depicted as
trees planted by the rivers of water
(Psa. 1:1-3).

These expressions, and many
similar ones besides, are used
throughout scripture. While certainly
not addressing each of the symbols in
the Revelation, we clearly begin to
see how to go about interpreting this
much misunderstood book of the
Bible. For what is the Revelation of
but of Jesus Christ Himself, and who
is Jesus but the Word of God, and who
better to reveal the Word of God than
the Word of God. Amen. &

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DRAGON

BEAST

FALSE PROPHET
OR IMAGE TO THE BEAST

Rev. 13:1-8 “And I stood upon the
sand of the sea, and saw a beast rise
up out of the sea…

And I saw one of his heads as
it were wounded to death; and his
deadly wound was healed: and all
the world wondered after the beast.

And they worshipped the
dragon which gave power unto the
beast: and they worshipped the
beast…Power was given unto him
to continue forty and two months.
And he opened his mouth in blas-
phemy against God, to blaspheme
his name, and his tabernacle, and
them that dwell in heaven.

And it was given unto him to
make war with the saints…”

The dragon symbolizes PAGANISM, a false system of religion that
was a snare to the Israelites in Old Testament times and a persecuting
power at the very onset of the New Testament church in pagan Rome.

This dragon is introduced in Rev. 12 as an antagonistic force to the
Christians of the first century. Jesus and His ministers fought this beast
through the preaching of the gospel, which set souls free from sin and
error. Paganism lost its hold, as multitudes were converted to Chris-
tianity.

This same victory is expressed in Rev. 20:1-3, wherein the ministry
binds the dragon (a satanic power deceiving souls and opposing the
truth) by the Word of God (the chain). Christianity prevailed, and with
time, paganism ceased to be a world-wide system of religion.

Key Symbols Representing the Enemies of the Church

Rev. 12:7 “Michael and his angels
fought against the dragon.”

Rev. 20:1-3 “And I saw an angel
come down from heaven, having
the key of the bottomless pit and a
great chain in his hand.

And he laid hold on the dragon,
that old serpent, which is the Devil,
and Satan, and bound him a
thousand years,

And cast him into the
bottomless pit, and shut him up,
and set a seal upon him, that he
should deceive the nations no more,
till the thousand years should be
fulfilled: and after that he must be
loosed a little season.”

With paganism having suffered such a severe blow, the devil devised
a new system of religion to deceive souls. It did not come down from
heaven, as did God’s true church (Rev. 21:2), but it came up out of an
earthly source–the sea, or the people (Rev. 17:15). This beast is none
other than the rise of PAPAL ROME and other like systems ruled by
man. Rev. 13:2 says the dragon gave this beast its power, and in
worshiping the beast, people were actually worshiping the dragon.
Papal Rome integrated pagan teachings and rites into its religion and
gave it “Christian” names.

This beast was also a severe persecuting power against the true church,
martyring multitudes of true saints. For approximately 1260 years (42
months), the world was darkened and souls were destroyed under its
deceptive teachings. It suffered a strong blow during the 16th century
reformation with Martin Luther, Menno Simons and others crying out
against it. This “deadly wound” healed, though, as the beast is still
deceiving souls today, though it does not have the same hold and power
it once did upon the world.

Rev. 13:11-12 “And I beheld an-
other beast coming up out of the
earth; and he had two horns like a
lamb, and he spake as a dragon.

And he exerciseth all the power
of the first beast before him, and
causeth the earth and them which
dwell therein to worship the first
beast, whose deadly wound was
healed.”

PROTESTANTISM is the next beast that arose. It is another religious
system that came from the earth–human, not divine. Its horns are like
a lamb, yet it speaks as a dragon. It is the same old spirit, but in a more
convincing religious guise, hence having greater power to deceive.

God never intended His holy people to be scattered and divided in a
multitude of varying sects, with their mix of light and darkness. Rev.
18:2 gives God’s description of the inside story of these religious
systems. It is no place for true children of God! “Come out of her, my
people!” Rev. 18:4.
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in HeavenWar
Have you ever fought against

the devil? Jesus did when the
devil came to tempt Him in

the wilderness (Matt. 4), and He
prevailed against him by the Word of
God. Eph. 6:11-12 declares, “Put on
the whole armour of God, that ye may
be able to stand against the wiles of
the devil. For we wrestle not against
flesh and blood, but against
principalities, against powers, against
the rulers of the darkness of this
world, against spiritual wickedness
in high places.” There is no question
that we are in a warfare against all
unrighteousness and all of the
deceitful works of the devil. This
spiritual conflict rages now in this
present world and will continue until
the Lord returns. This, in fact, is the
battle of Armageddon, which began
in the Garden of Eden.

Where does this warfare take
place? “And there was war in heaven:
Michael and his angels fought against
the dragon, and the dragon fought and
his angels, and prevailed not; neither
was their place found any more in
heaven.” (Rev. 12:7-8). Heaven here
is not referring to the heaven of
heavens where the Eternal Father is,
but simply denotes the “high places”
referred to in Eph. 6 and the warfare
is waged against “every high thing
that exalteth itself against the
knowledge of God,” as explained in 2
Cor. 10:4-5: “(For the weapons of our
warfare are not carnal [this is not a
physical battle], but mighty through
God to the pulling down of
strongholds;) Casting down
imaginations, and every high thing
that exalteth itself against the
knowledge of God, and bringing into
captivity every thought to the
obedience of Christ.”

When we are saved, we are in
heavenly places: “And hath raised us
up together, and made us sit together
in heavenly places in Christ Jesus.”

beast, until it was wounded by the
reformers of the sixteenth century.

The Protestant Beast
Determined to continue his fight

to deceive souls, it was not long
before Satan caused there to be
“another beast coming up out of the
earth; and he had two horns like a
lamb, and he spake as a dragon.” Rev.
13:11. (This beast is also called “the
image of the beast,” Rev. 13:14-15,
and “the false prophet,” Rev. 16:13;
Rev. 19:20.) Here we have the rise of
Protestantism, or denomin-
ationalism. This religious system is
of the earth, not heaven. Dear ones,
God is not the author of Protestantism.
Don’t allow the lamb-like appearance
of this beast to fool you. It is indeed
the device of the devil, more deceptive
than the papal beast which came before
it. It stands in opposition to God’s
true church and is leading souls astray
from the truth of the pure gospel.

The Final Conflict
There has always been a

connection between the dragon, the
beast, and the image of the beast. The
dragon is called Satan (Rev. 12:9),
meaning it is a devilish system of
religion; the papal beast received his
power
from
t h e
dragon

Eph. 2:6. Even the fact that the sky
above us with its stars, sun and moon
is often called the heavens in scripture,
lets us know that when the word
heaven is used, it is not always
referring to the eternal abode of God.
These references ought to help one
understand that the heaven referred
to in Rev. 12:7 is not God’s eternal
dwelling place, but rather, it is the
ecclesiastical heavens.

The Pagan Dragon
In Rev. 12, we behold the gospel

day beginning with Michael (Jesus)
and His angels (messengers or
ministers) fighting the dragon
(paganism). Paganism was, of course,
a devil-devised system of religion
that had for long centuries exalted
itself in the earth, deceiving
multitudes by its false gods.

The preaching of the true gospel
set souls free from their pagan errors.
This battle was fierce, as pagan Rome
persecuted the saints and many were
slain by this monster. Yet, “they
overcame him by the blood of the
Lamb, and by the word of their
testimony; and they loved not their
lives unto the death.” So effectively
did the early morning church fight
against this dragon power, that
paganism lost its stronghold.

The Papal Beast
Enraged at his loss, Satan devised

another religious form to deceive the
nations in his warfare against the
truth. Rev. 13:1-8 depicts the rise of
the beastly papal religion to “make
war with the saints” and “power was
given unto him to continue forty and
two months,” or 1260 years, covering
the dark ages. This beast prevailed in
the world to deceive the nations and,
like the dragon before it, fiercely
persecuted the true church who dared
to defy its errors. Multitudes died a
cruel death under the reign of this
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(Rev. 13:2, 4); and the image spake
like a dragon (Rev. 13:11). Satan has
always been behind it all. Yet, in this
end-time, their connection has never
been greater, as they combine their
forces (through the present
ecumenical movement, for example),
to fight with their deceiving wiles
against the true people of God. “And
when the thousand years are expired,
Satan shall be loosed out of his prison,
And shall go out to deceive the nations
which are in the four quarters of the
earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them
together to battle: the number of
whom is as the sand of the sea. And
they went up on the breadth of the
earth, and compassed the camp of the
saints about, and the beloved city:
and fire came down from God out of
heaven, and devoured them.” Rev.
20:7-9.

“Satan shall be loosed out of his
prison.” Satan means opposer (Jesus
called Peter Satan, Matt. 16:23) and
here refers to the pagan dragon which
the early morning ministry bound, or
put in prison, through the great chain
in their hand, which is the Word of
God. Rev. 20:1-3 speaks of this and
declares the dragon would be bound
a thousand years, or a long period of
time, when it could deceive the
nations no more, after which it would
be loosed “a little season.”

We can easily see in our time that
the dragon has indeed been loosed, as
we witness a revival of paganism in
varied forms, including the New Age
Movement, the revival of eastern
religions, occultism, etc.

What we read of in Rev. 20:7-9 is
happening today. The dragon is
gathered together with Gog and
Magog, symbolizing the
aforementioned enemies of the truth–
the papal and Protestant beasts. This
vast multitude, “as the sand of the
sea,” is being used of Satan to oppose
the true people of God (the church of
the living God, new Jerusalem) and
“deceive the nations” with their
errors.

Rev. 16:13-16 describes this same
event, which will be finalized at the
soon-coming of Jesus Christ to call
this world into Judgment.

Never have religious deceptions

been so extreme as in this time.
Literally multitudes are being slain
as a result. Every soul is engaged in
this warfare. Just because one has a
profession of religion does not
necessarily mean that he is in the

army of God and on his way to heaven.
Through deception, most are actually
in the army of the devil and unprepared
to meet God, having imbibed another
Jesus, another spirit and another
gospel (2 Cor. 11:4). &

Two Witnesses
of Revelation 11

The

Rev. 11:3  And I will give power
unto my two witnesses, and they
shall prophesy a thousand two
hundred and threescore days,
clothed in sackcloth.
4.  These are the two olive trees,
and the two candlesticks
standing before the God of the
earth.

Revelation chapter eleven introduces
the two witnesses to the readers. Lest any
should consider them merely human
agents, God directs us to Zech. 4 where
we read of the two olive trees emptying
the golden oil out of themselves to supply
the candlestick (the church). No human
instrumentality is represented in the
symbols here. Verse 14 goes on to say,
“These are the two anointed ones, that
stand by the Lord of the whole earth.”
Now, the church is a divine institute and
can only be supplied and governed by God.
Hence, His two vicars on earth, or His
two witnesses, are the Word and the
Spirit. That the Word and Spirit are
understood as witnesses is proven by
many texts, such as John 5:39: “Search
the scriptures…they are they which
testify of me.” “The Spirit itself beareth
witness.” Rom. 8:16. The Spirit and the
Word always work in conjunction with
one another in awakening souls, imparting
spiritual life through regeneration and
supplying everything the church needs.

In the time of the early morning
church, these two witnesses had free
course among the people of God,
governing them in all things. Yet, Rev. 11
introduces these two witnesses as being

in sackcloth, representing mourning.
History records that after a period of time
there was a great apostasy, which developed
into the papal system, wherein man-rule was
established. Hence, the Word and Spirit
were not given room to work as they
desired. As a result, souls went into
darkness, while the two witnesses mourned
the conditions.

5.  And if any man will hurt them,
fire proceedeth out of their mouth,
and devoureth their enemies: and
if any man will hurt them, he must
in this manner be killed.
6. These have power to shut
heaven, that it rain not in the days
of their prophecy: and have power
over waters to turn them to blood,
and to smite the earth with all
plagues, as often as they will.

How can man “hurt them?” By not
heeding their dealings and not allowing
them to be the ruling influence in their lives.
The witnesses seek to save souls and lead
them safely on the right path to heaven.
Resisting them can only result in hurt to
one’s own self. Continued obstinacy will
force the witnesses to lay judgment. They
can “shut heaven.” It is said of those who
would not hearken to the Lord, that “thy
heaven that is over thy head shall be brass.”
Deut. 28:23. Such will not receive the
showers of God’s blessings. They “have
power over waters to turn them to blood.”
Waters sometimes represent religious
experiences: “He that believeth on me…out
of his belly shall flow rivers of living water.”
John 7:38. Blood can represent guilt, for

“ …Come hither; I will show unto
thee the judgment of the great
whore that sitteth upon many
waters: With whom the kings of
the earth have committed
fornication, and the inhabitants
of the earth have been made drunk
with the wine of her fornication.

So he carried me away in the
spirit into the wilderness: and I saw
a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured
beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns.

And the woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet colour, and
decked with gold and precious stones and pearls, having a golden cup
in her hand full of abominations and filthiness of her fornication:

And upon her forehead was a name written, MYSTERY, BABYLON
THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND ABOMINA-
TIONS OF THE EARTH.

And I saw the woman drunken with the blood of the saints, and with
the blood of the martyrs of Jesus: and when I saw her, I wondered with
great admiration.” Rev. 17:1-6. &

“ And there appeared a great
wonder in heaven; a woman
clothed with the sun, and the
moon under her feet, and upon
her head a crown of twelve
stars: And she being with child
cried, travailing in birth, and

pained to be delivered.” Rev.
12:1-2.

This woman represents the
church of God, the bride of Christ.

She is clothed with the brilliance of
the gospel and is standing on the Old

Testament covenant. The stars in her
crown symbolize God’s complete ministry.

“…The marriage of the Lamb is come, and his wife hath made
herself ready. And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine
linen, clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints.”
Rev. 19:7-8.

“For we are members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones.
For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall be
joined unto his wife, and they two shall be one flesh. This is a great
mystery: but I speak concerning Christ and the church.” Eph. 5:30-32.

the blood of Christ will either bring us
redemption or guilt. If one becomes guilty
of grieving the two witnesses, he may lose
even that which he once seemed to have.

It is a serious thing to deal with these
two witnesses–and we all are dealing with
them.

7. And when they shall have
finished their testimony, the beast
that ascendeth out of the
bottomless pit shall make war
against them, and shall overcome
them, and kill them.
8.  And their dead bodies shall lie
in the street of the great city…
9.  …three days and an half, and
shall not suffer their dead bodies
to be put in graves.
10.  And they that dwell upon the
earth shall rejoice over them, and
make merry, and shall send gifts
one to another; because these two
prophets tormented them that
dwelt on the earth.

We are shown the beast of false
religion warring against God’s witnesses,
“killing them,” or refusing to allow them
to have control. Yet, they want to keep their
bodies in the street of the great city
(Babylon–Rev.14:8) to take their reproach
away. They want to be able to say they, too,
are preaching the Bible and that the Spirit
of God is working among them, too, that
their form of religion might appear
credible.

These conditions suit the false
professors of religion just fine, as they are
glad to find a “church home” where they
are not tormented by the two witnesses,
who reprove sin and all unrighteousness,
which would grievously cramp their fleshly
living. They can remain comfortable in
their pews despite their ungodly living.

Though God is the one who gives gifts
unto men and sets the members in the
church (Eph. 4:8, 11; 1 Cor. 12:4, 18), in
this great city they give one another gifts–
we vote you in for our preacher. You be the
Sunday School teacher. You be the worship
leader, etc. Human rule.

11.  And after three days and an
half the Spirit of life from God
entered into them, and they stood
upon their feet; and great fear fell
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New Jerusalem
“Him that overcometh will I make a pillar in the

temple of my God, and he shall go no more out: and
I will write upon him the name of my God, and the
name of the city of my God, which is new Jerusalem,
which cometh down out of heaven from my God…”
Rev. 3:12.

“And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem,
coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as
a bride adorned for her husband.” Rev. 21:2.

“…Come hither, I will show thee the bride, the
Lamb’s wife. And he carried me away in the spirit
to a great and high mountain, and showed me that
great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of
heaven from God.” Rev 21:9-10.

“For he looked for a city which hath foundations,
whose builder and maker is God. But now they
desire a better country, that is, a heavenly: wherefore
God is not ashamed to be called their God: for he
hath prepared for them a city.” Heb. 11:10, 16.

“But ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the
city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and
to…the general assembly and church of the firstborn,
which are written in heaven…” Heb. 12:22-23.

This holy city is none other than the church of
the living God. Only those whose names are written
in the Lamb’s book of life dwell within her. The
physical city of Jerusalem was God’s appointed
place of worship under the Old Testament
dispensation and was a type of God’s true church,
wherein He desires to gather every honest soul.

Babylon
“…Babylon is fallen, is fallen, that great city…”

Rev. 14:8.
“And I will render unto Babylon…all their evil

that they have done in Zion…Behold, I am against
thee, O destroying mountain, saith the Lord, which
destroyest all the earth…” Jer. 51:24-25.

In the Old Testament, Babylon oppressed Israel,
destroying their temple and taking the people captive.
This stands as a type of spiritual Babylon–all false
religion; a city of error–which has souls captive and
is destroying them by her religious deceits (Rev.
18:24). God describes it as a “habitation of devils,
and the hold of every foul spirit, and a cage of every
unclean and hateful bird,” and commands all His
people to “come out of her” (Rev. 18:2, 4).

These two cities are at war. Which city do you
dwell in? &

The Two Cities
“And when he had opened the seventh seal, there was

silence in heaven about the space of half an hour.”
Revelation 8:1.

In the Revelation, there is a series of seven seals to
be opened and seven trumpets to sound throughout the
gospel day. Since it is the seventh seal here being opened,
it naturally follows that the sixth seal and the sixth
trumpet time (the time of the church of God reformation
of 1880) are now past.

What events occurred in church history since that
time to denote the silence now spoken of? Or, are we to
understand that the sixth trumpet is still sounding today
and the silence is yet future? Were that message still
sounding, we would have seen the same glorious, spiritual
results as produced during this move of God over one
hundred years ago. Any honest look over the past century
will tell us that conditions drastically changed since the
early 1900’s, as it is very evident there has been a
widespread apostasy. Spiritual deadness and worldliness
prevailed everywhere, till around 1980.

What caused this spiritual dearth in the world? A
short half hour of silence, as prophesied. There should
be thunders and voices coming out of the church, not
silence. Some of the old reformers failed to continue to
“cry aloud” and “spare not,” as the Bible commands. No
more could they be heard lifting up their voices like a
trumpet (Isa. 58:1). They softened the message, tickled
the ears, and opened the door for a devastating flood of
compromise which spewed them out into the world. This
silence is the result of the “tail” end (Rev. 9:19; Isa. 9:15)
of that once glorious move of God.

Were history to end on that sad note, there would be
cause to despair. But, glory to God forever! the seventh
trumpet sounded!! “At midnight there was a cry made!”
The silence was shattered and the truth is resounding
fearlessly once again through God’s seventh trumpet
ministry in this present time. A time of restoration in
God’s church is unquestionably here! We urge every
honest soul to hasten and come and see.

“And the seventh angel sounded; and there were
great voices in heaven…” Rev. 11:15.

“And the temple [church] of God was opened in
heaven, and there was seen in his temple the ark of his
testament [His presence]: and there were lightnings, and
voices, and thunderings, and an earthquake, and great
hail.” Rev. 11:19.

The multitudes that have already heeded the sound
of the trumpet are thrilled to report that it has produced
a holy, unworldly flock, where unity and love prevail and
where there are Holy Ghost meetings that are even
surpassing the one’s we read of in the 1880 Reformation.

We are living near the very end of time. The seventh
trumpet is the last to sound before the Great Day of God
Almighty. Even so, come, Lord Jesus. &

Half an Hour of Silence
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666The Mark of the Beast

“And he had power to give life unto the image of the beast, that
the image of the beast should both speak, and cause that as many as
would not worship the image of the beast should be killed.

And he causeth all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and
bond, to receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads:

And that no man might buy or sell, save he that had the mark, or
the name of the beast, or the number of his name.

Here is wisdom. Let him that hath understanding count the
number of the beast: for it is the number of a man; and his number
is Six hundred threescore and six.” Rev. 13:15-18.

The mark of what beast? The
beast of false religion, as was
symbolized in all of the preceding
scriptures of Revelation 13. How can
one be marked by the Catholic beast
or the Protestant beast? By his
obvious adherence to its sectish
doctrines and his attachment to those
unbiblical sects. Multitudes have
been seduced and blinded by the
erroneous teachings of false religion
(which also includes every false way
and false concept outside of
Protestantism and Catholicism).
Thus they become marked by the
beast. Many continue to adhere to
their sect even while they
acknowledge its unbiblical practices
and the unrighteousness in the lives
of its votaries. Though God calls
them to walk in the light and come
out, they remain faithful to their sect
rather than to the truth. Multitudes
have the mark of the beast today and
do not realize it.

The Popular and Critical Bible
Encyclopedia states, “The classical
idolaters used to consecrate
themselves to particular deities. The
marks used were various. Sometimes
they contained the name of the god;
sometimes his particular ensign, as
the thunderbolt of Jupiter, the trident
of Neptune, the ivy of Bacchus, etc.,
or else they marked themselves with
some mystical number whereby the

god was described. If this analogy be
admitted, the mark on the forehead
may be taken to be derived from the
analogous custom among the heathen
of bearing on their forehead the mark
of the gods whose votaries they were.”
While heathens had a literal mark of
their god in the forehead, Revelation
13 is expressing the figurative mark
people receive when they are
dedicated to their denomination or
belief and its heresies–a sect idol, if
you will.

What is in one’s forehead
expresses his character, as Jer. 3:3
tells the obstinate, “…Thou hadst a
whore’s forehead, thou refusedst to
be ashamed.”

True Christians also have a mark.
Rev. 14:1 says they have the “Father’s
name written in their foreheads.” It
would be absurd to think of this as
being a literal mark.

God said that in this New
Testament time He would put His
“laws into their mind, and write them
in their hearts…” Heb. 8:10. It is
obvious one is a Christian by his
obedience to God’s Word and his
open conformity to His holy image.

Those having the mark of God
cannot “buy and sell” (do spiritual
business) in sectism. The truth is not
at liberty there, for it stands in
opposition to its very spirit and
teachings.

The Number
So what is the significance of the

number “666” as the mark on those
blinded by false religion? In biblical
numerology, the number six
designates man. Man was created on
the sixth day. Six never represents
perfection.

The number seven represents
perfection and completeness. It is
used often in the scriptures–seven
days in a week, seven seals, seven
trumpets, seven vials, to name a few
examples. Six always falls short of
seven. Man’s best always falls short
of God’s best.

We have three sixes in our
symbolical mark of “666.” Three
signifies deity–the triune Godhead
consists of Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit. The “666” in question “is the
number of a man” and a triad of
error; the fullness of imperfection.
Without divinity, there can be no
perfection. All man-made attempts
to imitate the true work of God in
humanly-devised systems of religion
are, in actuality, in opposition to the
holy trinity of God; a mockery and
misrepresentation of the Deity.

The babel-builders in Genesis,
chapter eleven, attempted to build a
tower to reach unto heaven without
divine help, and they never did reach
heaven, for it was never accepted of
God. Likewise, all of man’s
churchianity today is not accepted.

“And there followed another
angel, saying, Babylon [all false
religion] is fallen, is fallen, that great
city, because she made all nations
drink of the wine of the wrath of her
fornication. And the third angel
followed them, saying with a loud
voice, If any man worship the beast
and his image, and receive his mark

upon them which saw them.
12. And they heard a great voice
from heaven saying unto them,
Come up hither. And they ascended
up to heaven in a cloud; and their
enemies beheld them.
13.  And the same hour was there a
great earthquake, and the tenth part
of the city fell, and in the
earthquake were slain of men seven
thousand: and the remnant were
affrighted, and gave glory to the
God of heaven.
